Minutes of a meeting of a GSP Committee sub-group, Tuesday, January 17th 2006.

1. A pilot scheme for recycling of paper, cardboard, plastic and alumimium in the Temporary Junior Wing was agreed.  A detailed map showing where ten large and ten small recycling bins will be placed in the new temporary junior wing was discussed and agreed.  All four types of recyclable material can be placed in any of the recycling bins. A collection point for recyclables will be established just outside the buildings.  Thorntons Ltd., the College waste contractors have agreed to remove and sort the mixed recyclables collected.
2. House captain representatives from second and third year agreed to inform their fellow class captains and through them the members of each house of the proposed programme. 

3. The CSPE coordinator suggested that Mr. Eoin Brennan’s CSPE class in third year might take on Junior Cert. project work to survey the current recycling in 2nd & 3rd  year and the improvements that should occur under this recycling initiative. Another student project in this class could involve the production of publicity material for positioning over each of the ten large recycling bins. A third project could carry out a small scale survey of composting requirements in the College 

4. The GreenWatch magazine representative has agreed to publicise the initiative with an article in the magazine and a brief article for the school newsletter.

5. An advisory meeting of Mr. Copeland and Mr. Daly with the Environment Education Officer, Ms. Marie Grant, from Dunlaoghaire Rathdown County Council was arranged for later that day.

6. It was agreed to draw up and disseminate a tabulated action plan with the following three headings:




Goal;

 Timescale; 

Responsibility 

7. It was agreed to enlarge the student representation on the committee to enable the following functions:

(i) Development of two Green-Schools notice boards.

 (ii) Development of a Green-Schools page for the College web-site. 

(iii) Development of a Green Code, 

(iv) Reporter for the CSPE survey and publicity projects. 

(v) Representatives from 5th and 6th Year to disseminate information.
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
